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Massie School, a unit of the Savannah-Chatham County Public School System, is housed 
in three nineteenth-century Greek Revival buildings located on Calhoun Square in 
Savannah's National Landmark Historic District.  Massie served as a public school, 
Savannah's first, from its opening in 1856, until it was closed in 1974. Massie served as a
